Am I paying for the accompanist while I listen to the different takes? 
 
Yes.  Both Dr. Lin and I take note of problem spots within each take’s performance.  She is  
your collaborative pianist.

Also, if there is any necessary editing, then she needs to know where to 
begin before a problem spot in the take and where to end.  This way, we can work together 
to find the smoothest edit points.
